Reading:  Our new unit focuses on the American Revolution.  Our guiding questions are:  How do beliefs influence decisions? How did our nation become “united”?  How have events from the past influenced our lives today?  


Our whole group time is going to be focused on the many different points of view of the American Revolution.  We have already started learning about Paul Revere and how his beliefs influenced decisions he made.  We will have a quiz on March 3rd – there really isn’t any way to “study” for this, but please know that we will be completing similar tasks in class.  Next, we will turn our attention to John Adams.  Did you know that he was a lawyer that defended the British soldiers charged in the Boston Massacre.  We will be watching clips from “John Adams” (the HBO documentary) to get a better understanding of his beliefs and actions during the Revolution.  We will continue to spend our guided reading time with literature focusing on those guiding questions. Also, we will be doing some constructed responses that require us to quote accurately from the text.  Please don’t forget to check my website for updates.


Math: Fractions, Fractions, Fractions!


Our Fraction unit is in full swing!  I have divided my class into math groups (yes, like reading groups) depending on their fraction understanding.  I have groups working on many strategies with fractions and have therefore started differentiating math homework as well.  So it might not be attached to their homework sheet for the whole week.  I am really trying to meet students where they are and take off from there.  There are websites for reinforcement listed on my weebly page under the Unit 3 Math.  It is also a good idea to continue to go back to the Unit 2 and Unit 1 sections and review the math material there as well.


Also, students can access Khan Academy from home to continue practicing skills.  I do try to keep up with this and make sure they are working on skills that they need.


Science:    Wow – energy and light were quick units!  We will have our county science assessment on March 14th.  I have gone over with students the concepts they need to study.  The information will also be reviewed in class for the next couple of weeks.  They need to focus their attention on motion, energy, light, and erosion.
