Reading:  We concluded our unit on the American Revolution by learning about the Articles of Confederation, the Constitution, and the Bill of Rights. We worked to understand how those documents created the government that our country still has today.  Next, we are taking a break from history to focus on poetry.  The students have an “Expansion Center” where they do independent research to “Expand” their mind about a topic.  The current expansion center is focused on poetry – What is it? How does it compare to other literary text we that we read? What are the different types of poetry?  Then students have to write a poem using one of the styles they found during their research.  Later, we are going to focus on building some prior knowledge for our STEM day on May 23rd. I don’t want to say much because I don’t want to give too much away to the students just yet! Math: Whew! There is so much math knowledge that these students have gained this year! Although we are technically finished with our fraction unit, we are continuing to use that knowledge with all the other math content we learned this year.  This marking period is going to be a lot of review of skills, as well as applying all that great math thinking that we learned all year!
