Classroom Happenings


Reading:  We spent the first few days of the year learning the routines and expectations in the classroom.  We have started word study and are still learning the routines for this.  We have also launched our first unit about the United States and natural disasters.  This links directly with the science unit on erosion and weathering. During this unit we are going to spend a lot of time with non-fiction text.  We will be researching different types of natural disasters, learning to use features of text to locate and retrieve information quickly, and we will explore text structure. Math: The first unit focuses on expanding the students’ knowledge of the base ten system; understanding multiplication and division using base ten as well as the place value of numbers and decimals.  The expectation is that students will fluently multiply and divide numbers such as 


5894 x 36 or 6398 divided by 48.  Students will also learn how to use concrete models to represent place value, multiplication, division, and relate to it during written explanations.  Your students will also analyze patterns and relationships of numerical expressions or equations.

Science: In the first week and half of school we have jumped right into our first topic, weathering and erosion.  As we work through this topic we will discuss the difference between erosion and weathering, the types of erosion, the impact erosion has on geography and people, and the impact people have on erosion.  From there we will begin exploring environments and the effects of environmental changes on organisms.
